Call to Order:

· Mayor Schrag called the meeting to order at 5:58 p.m.
Consent Agenda:

· D Snelling moved, seconded by K Klassen to accept the minutes from the July 15th regular council meeting and the financial report. Motion carried.
Larry Kleeman – Ranson Citycode Financial:

· Discuss the renewal of the temporary financing notes for the sewer project. proposed resolution 19-10 offering for the sale of the new temporary notes.
· K Klassen moved, seconded by D Snelling to adopt Resolution 19-10 as written. Motion carried.
Dean Reida – Shop Proposal:

· Dean presented changes he made to the building plans he previously submitted for putting a shed on a lot in the new development. He made changes council had asked of him to make the building more residential.
· B Schmidt moved, seconded by K Klassen to allow the shop to be built per the plans presented. Motion carried with D Snelling opposed.
Dr. Fast & Dr. Porter:

· Dr. Porter has brought it to the cities attention that there are areas of our sidewalks that need work. There are areas that are broken and areas that are missing pieces. The city code states that the landowner is responsible for the cost of repair on the abutting sidewalk. Dr. Porter says the money can be raised to make these repairs through local businesses. He also met with Marlin Janzen to get an idea of the costs associated with repairing the sidewalk. He stated that 80-100’ of sidewalk would cost approximately $2,500. Because he believes the money can be raised, he just wants the cities “stamp” of approval to be on board with these repairs.
· D Snelling moved, seconded by D Adrian to allow Dr. Porter to proceed with collecting funds to complete this sidewalk project. Motion carried. 
STO Ordinance #282:

· Council reviewed the ordinance to incorporate the Standard Traffic Ordinance 2019 Edition.

· K Klassen moved, seconded by D Snelling to adopt Ordinance #282 Standard Traffic Ordinance Edition 2019.  Motion carried.
UPOC Ordinance #283:

· Council reviewed the ordinance to incorporate the Uniform Public Offense Code 2019 Edition.

· K Klassen moved, seconded by D Snelling to adopt Ordinance #283 Uniform Public Offense Code 2019 Edition.  Motion carried.
Public Works:

· Spraying for weeds/mosquitos.
· Replumbed south water well and installed a meter at the fire station. Also fixed the telemetry system.
Other Business:

· Contractor for sewer project requested a payment for the materials they have brought to town in preparation for the sewer project. Council reviewed the payment request.
· D Snelling moved, seconded by B Schmidt to approve the contractor’s payment request. Motion carried.
· K Klassen moved, seconded by D Snelling that city council recess into executive session for the purpose of discussing employment application to fill a vacant city office position, and to include the City Clerk. Motion carried. The open meeting will resume at 7:00 p.m.
· Returned to normal session at 7:00 p.m.
· K Klassen moved, seconded by D Snelling to hire Leda Graybill at part-time clerk at $12 per hour. Motion carried.
