Called to order at 7:00 pm
Consent Agenda:

· D Snelling moved, seconded by L Lindeman to accept the consent agenda which included theminutes of the September 19th regular meeting and financial report. Motion carried.
Tom Britton, County Commissioner Nominee:

· Britton introduced himself to the city council and discussed that he is a nominee for county commissioner over the second district. He expressed his care for the small communities and appreciated us allowing him an opportunity to introduce himself.
Public Works:

· Public Works director is absent. No report.
Police:

· See report.
· Discussed the switch to 800 radio’s and the need for the city to purchase these. We will need a handheld and a radio for the car. Could be expensive to do so. We will see if we can’t order them along with the fire department to see if in bulk they would be cheaper to obtain.
Park:

· Restrooms look pretty good. New soap dispensers were installed and they have been kept fairly clean.
Water/Burnsite:
· Council and Mayor have discussed leaving the burnsite open for residents to be able to take their leaves there. It was decided that this is what we would like to do and we will see what happens and go from there.
City Clerk:

· Clerk mentioned that she will be hosting the fall software meeting on November 4th. She will also be attending the Clerk Institute in Wichita November 14th through November 18th. The office will be closed during these dates.
· Had to replace the city computer after the old one crashed. Clerk took the computer to Vision Computer Integration and they were unable to fix the computer. Tomorrow the new one will be taken in to have a piece installed so that the meter reader can be plugged into the new computer.
Codification Ordinance 269:

· R Schmidt moved, seconded by D Adrian to pass Ordinance 269 to adopt the Codification of the city codes as presented by CityCode Financial. Motion carried.
City Building Custodian:

· Discussion was held on how to approach the hiring of a custodian and whether we should hire and independent contractor or have an employee. It was suggested that it be an employee that way they can be paid out through payroll and the city can then provide cleaning supplies and have more control over the hours and pay scale for this individual. It was also decided that the current custodian duties should amended to include the park building and the restrooms at the ball diamond. We have asked around and have found someone who would be interested in the job and she has filled out an application.
· L Lindeman moved, seconded by D Snelling to hire Misti Griffin as the city custodian at a rate of $10/hour, with a maximum number of hours per week of 5. In the event she goes over these hours or knows she will need more she will need to let the council know. Motion carried.
Other Business:
· Rollin asked for an update on the water well and the application for water rights. Clerk has not heard anything and will give the state a call and get an update to report for next month.
· Discussion was held on the Harvest Meadow lots. We discussed the pro’s and con’s for selling vs. auctioning. Kevin mentioned that he would like to try a realtor first and then as a last resort have them go to auction. We will wait for now and start looking into options after the first of the new year.
· Library has approached the clerk and asked if it was possible to have 2 outlets installed on a wall in the library. Funk electric gave a quote of $168.88 to have them installed. Consensus was to go ahead and let Funk Electric do the work.
· Clerk mentioned that Chris Gaddis has filled out an application to be an employee on an as needed emergency basis. This would allow him to help on water leaks when he was available. No motion was made to hire Chris.
· We are needing some kind of policy for use of the cities LED sign. Clerk has been in contact with the attorney and he recommended that because there are limited restrictions that can be put in place, we should only use the sign for community events and not for advertisement of businesses. He mentioned that we could easily end up with an advertiser that we find ethically or morally repugnant. Council decided that the sign shall be used to Goessel community events only.
· Mayor Schrag mentioned the possibility of the city purchasing the C&L repair shop so have more space for the city equipment. We discussed having Lynn come to the meeting to take all the council members to see the shop. Will discuss more at the next meeting.
