Consent Agenda:

· L Lindeman moved, seconded by K Klassen to accept the consent agenda which included the minutes of the November 20th regular meeting and the monthly financial statements. Motion carried.
Harvest Meadow Contracts:
· Discussed with the attorney the current proposed contract with Russel Groves. Decided to remove the timeline for building on the contract with Groves. No word has yet been heard from Tony.
Semi Ordinances:

· Mayor Schrag expressed his opinion that semi parking on the streets is not an issue. He feels the issue is actually the semi-trailers that are parked at the station and that have not moved or been tagged. They are potentially holding hazardous materials that came out of the station when it closed. The attorney suggested updating our city code or adopting a new property maintenance code. The international property maintenance code is extremely thorough and we may not want to go that detailed for property maintenance. Looking through and updating our current nuisance code may be the answer. Also having someone to enforce the code will be beneficial. 
Air Compressor Bids:

· Mayor Schrag opened the 3 bids that have been turned into the clerk for the air compressor. Karen Dalke bid $102, Duane Adrian bid $126, and Jim Wiens bid $51.01. Consensus from the council was to accept Duane Adrian’s bid for $126.
Public Works:

· There has been some sign vandalism. A few street signs have also been completely stolen.
· Tree trimmers for Westar have been in town.
· New development sprinkler system had been turned on at some point and began leaking. 
· Received a map of the gas lines in town from the gas company.
· Maguire Iron will be here on the 19th and 20th to clean the water tower.
Park/Recycling:

· Mayor Schrag presented a plaque to council member Larry Lindeman for his 20 years of serving on the city council. Larry was also thanked for his contributions to the city over those 20 years.
Executive session:

· D Snelling moved, seconded by B Schmidt to go into executive session until 7:50 pm to discuss employee evaluations with Karen present for the first few minutes followed by only council and mayor present.  Motion carried.
· Returned to normal session at 7:50 pm.
· K Klassen moved, seconded by D Snelling to give Jennifer a $1.41 per hour raise, Karen a $1.71 per hour raise.  Motion carried 4-1 with L Lindeman opposed.
Other Business:

· 800 radios have come in. Zach knows of someone willing to install the radio into the police car and will arrange for him to do so as soon as we get approval to use the radios.
