Consent Agenda:

· R Schmidt moved seconded by L Lindeman to accept the consent agenda which included the minutes of the Jan. 11th regular meeting.  Motion Carried.
CityCode Financial:
· Larry Kleeman and Don Osenbaugh visited with the council about the codification of the ordinances. They proposed that there would be a startup fee of $3,250 to get the current code completely up to date and then a yearly fee of $750 to keep the code up to date. Once codified they would provide 10 copies of the code to the city as well as provide it online 24/7 to make it accessible to anyone. When an ordinance is passed it will need to be emailed to them and then they will automatically update the online code. At the end of every year CityCode will provide the paper copies needed to update the paper code books. Mayor Schrag really likes the concept. Discussion was held. Mayor Schrag asked the council to go home and try out the online code examples and then make a decision at the next council meeting.
· J Boese moved, seconded by D Adrian to table the decision to codify the ordinances until the next council meeting. Motion carried.
Oath of Office – Tim Young
· Mayor Schrag administered the oath of office to Tim Young.
Public Works:

· Grader is fixed and 2 tires have been replaced.
· Been cleaning up sewer lines and found a lot of roots.
· Briefly mentioned that lagoon cleaning may not be necessary at this time. Will keep the council updated as we know more information.
· F-250 truck has a leak in the head gasket or EGR cooler is going out. Called at got quotes on getting the problem fixed. Prices ranged from $6,000 to $18,000. Inman Diesel bid the lowest and Karen talked with others who have used them and everyone seems very satisfied with them.
· L Lindeman moved, seconded by J Boese to take the F-250 to Inman Diesel to have it fixed for up to $8,000, anything more will need to be reviewed by the council. Motion carried.
· Had a major water leak on N. Buller that had to be fixed. Will Kaufman’s men were a huge help so Karen asked the council to thank them if they see them. Will is also going to give a bid on replacing the entire line on N. Buller street.
Police:

· Been having problems with trash at the burn site so Wilma will try and put up a camera.

Resolution 16-05 GAAP Waiver:
· Reviewed the General Accepted Accounting Practices (GAAP) Waiver Resolution.  The resolution shall cause the City’s financial statements and financial reports to be prepared on the basis of cash receipts and disbursements as adjusted to show compliance with the cash basis and budget laws of this state.
· D Snelling moved, seconded by L Lindeman to approve Resolution #16-05 waiving the GAAP requirement. Motion carried
Disaster Response & Emergency Preparedness Plan Update:

· Clerk mentioned the update of names in the two plans but that nothing else had changed. There was no motion made to accept them and no argument against them.
Other Business:

· Friesen called Mayor Schrag to let him know that he won his case and is waiting until June to get his money. He is currently looking for bids on demolition of the home. At this time we need to put pressure on him to clean up his yard.
· Mayor Schrag has been researching other internet providers to come to town. He has called Eagle Communications and they told him it would be too costly to come to town with fiber. The company did however tell him there are possible grants that would help Moundridge expand faster.
· Discussion was held on the city sign. We don’t have much detail at this time and will continue to find more information. Mayor Schrag has talked to James Wiens with Sunflower Promo and he is looking into it as well. Randy Frank may know of a technology grant that could help.
· Discussed spraying more this year for mosquitos. It may even be beneficial to buy a new fogger and sell the old one. Need to look up prices.
· Marion Road and Bridge are going to be chip & sealing 120th. Karen has asked if they would be willing to do our Main Street. She will keep talking to them to find out if they will or not.
