Minutes of the Goessel City Council Meeting

Called to order at 7:00 pm

Consent Agenda:

· D Snelling moved, seconded by D Adrian to accept the consent agenda which included the minutes of the Jan. 8th regular meeting.  Motion Carried.
Trash Service:
· Council was presented proposals from both Waste Connections and Nisly Brother Trash Service. No decision was made at this time. Councilors agreed to think about it for a month and decide at the next regular council meeting.
Rose Mary Saunders – Ranson Citycode Financial, LLC:

· Rose Mary discussed the award of the Community Development Block Grant that the city received. She let the council know some of the requirements that we are going to have to fulfill in order to keep the grant. The grant workshop is scheduled for Wednesday the 21st in Salina. Karen and Jennifer will be going to accept the contract. 

· To start the requirements of the grant, Rose Mary sent the city a procurement policy, code of conduct policy, and a civil rights/fair housing policy. A single motion is needed to adopt these policies to satisfy the grand requirement.

· D Snelling moved, seconded by K Klassen to adopt the procurement policy, the code of conduct policy, and the civil rights/fair housing policy. Motion carried.
· Rose Mary was also able to get with Gilmore & Bell in time for this meeting to start the process of procuring temporary financing for the sewer project. Two resolutions are presented to council to begin this process.

· B Schmidt moved, seconded by D Snelling to adopt Resolution 18-08 authorizing and providing for the construction of sewage disposal work improvements and providing for the payment of the costs thereof. Motion carried.
· D Adrian moved, seconded by D Snelling to adopt Resolution 18-09 authorizing the offering for sale of general obligation temporary notes, series 2018. Motion carried.
Public Works:

· Worked with the tornado sirens.
· Had a water leak on Buller Street that has been fixed.
· Worked on the chlorinator.
· The salt spreader has been fixed.
· Sent in the meter reader to have the battery replaced.
Police:
· The city received an application for the officer position from Anthony Voth. Dave would like to hire him and for the city to spend $300 on a full membership for him at Treasure Chest to use the shooting range. 
· D Snelling moved, seconded by D Adrian to hire Anthony Voth at $14 per hour, 32 hours per month and to pay the $300 fee for his registration to the Treasure Chest. Motion carried.
City Clerk:

· Discussed that the city-wide cleanup will be on July 7th. Asked the council when they would like to hold the city-wide garage sales. The council decided to have them on June 30th.
Resolution 18-07 GAAP Waiver:
· Reviewed the General Accepted Accounting Practices (GAAP) Waiver Resolution.  The resolution shall cause the City’s financial statements and financial reports to be prepared on the basis of cash receipts and disbursements as adjusted to show compliance with the cash basis and budget laws of this state.
· D Snelling moved, seconded by B Schmidt to approve Resolution #18-07 waiving the GAAP requirement. Motion carried
Insurance:

· Clerk had annual meeting with the insurance agent to discuss the insurance policy. The agent brought up a few things that he wanted the council to consider. At this time the insurance company has not asked us to up any building values but it was suggested that we consider raising them some since prices seem to be going up. Council discussed a few options for raising the building values and would like to review annually.

· K Klassen moved, seconded by E Esau to increase the building values by 5% this year and 2% in the following years. Motion carried.
Other Business:

· Dave and Ben would like to attend the golf tournament at the KRWA Conference, Dave would also like to attend the meet and greet on Tuesday evening. The fee for the golf tournament is $75 and they request that the city pay the fee.
· K Klassen moved, seconded by D Snelling to pay the fees for Ben and Dave to attend the KRWA Conference. Motion carried with B Schmidt abstaining.
· There is concern that several keys to the city buildings have been issued and not returned and some are missing. Karen asked council if having the buildings rekeyed would be a good idea. The council agreed and have asked her to get bids on having the city building and city shop rekeyed.
· Discussed the first responder unit that is in the shop. Discussed building a building to house both the first responder unit and the police car that would be secure and temperature controlled. This would allow Karen the room in her shop and keep both vehicles out of the elements and away from vandalism. Will look into the costs further before a decision is made.

· B Schmidt moved, seconded by K Klassen to adjourn at 8:57 p.m. Motion carried.
