Minutes of the Goessel City Council Meeting

Consent Agenda:

· L Schmidt moved seconded by L Lindeman to accept the consent agenda with included the minutes of the Jan. 19th regular meeting.  Motion Carried.
Public Works:

· In Karen’s absence the clerk reported in her place.
· The mower has been fixed. Hales Sales and Service replaced the fuel pump and told us they could find nothing else wrong with it.
· The road graders fuel injector was sent to Diesel Control Technicians in Hutch to be repaired. It will be taken back to Lang Diesel to be installed and then the grader should be back up and running and ready for pickup.
· Mayer Specialty came out and cleaned sewers on March 3rd and 6th. They suggest we continue to clean and do manhole rehabilitation. 
Police:
· Wilma will be working when Biking Across Kansas comes to town.
· Wilma asked if she could have a few other officers come to help for the evening that they will be in town .Consensus was to allow her to do so paying them $12 per hour each for their help.
City Clerk:

· Clerk asked about code violation to help facilitate cleaning up before BAK comes to town. Jennifer suggested that maybe the city could hire a code enforcement officer whose only job would be to enforce the code. Mayor Schrag said we could have our building inspector do it. Wilma said she is willing to go around town with the Clerk and identify areas needing cleaned up and will set a date with the Clerk to do so.
Resolution 15-07 regarding 103 S. Buller:
· Reviewed the proposed resolution and set a date for the hearing on the property located at 103 S. Buller. The Clerk told the council that the hearing date needed to be at least 30 days after the resolution is passed and ran in the designated paper two weeks in a row. Taking into account time to get the resolution ran in the paper and get a letter to the owner, the council agreed that approximately 60 days from the current council meeting would be a sufficient amount of time to set the hearing. The council decided the hearing would be held on May 18th at 6:30pm.
Safe Deposit Box:
· Discussion was held about who has access to the safe deposit box. Currently Anita, Paula, and the Mayor have access.
· R. Schmidt moved, seconded by L. Lindeman to allow the Clerk, Jennifer Whitehead, and Mayor Dave Schrag access to the safe deposit box and to remove Anita Goertzen and Paula Flaming from being able to access the safe deposit box. Motion carried.
Bank Account:

· R. Schmidt moved, seconded by L. Schmidt to remove Anita Goertzen and Paula Flaming from the cities bank accounts. Motion carried.
House of Glass:
· At the previous council meeting the Clerk mentioned that the KDOL had inspected the city building and told us that we needed to have some doors in the community room fixed to include a panic bar so that in the case of an emergency they could be used as exits. House of Glass sent in a proposal to install the necessary equipment at a cost of $2,231.00.

· J Wiens moved, seconded by L Schmidt to accept the proposal from House of Glass to install the panic bars at the Civic Center in the amount of $2,231.00. Motion carried.
Ordinance 259- Animal Excrement:
· Discussion was held about complaints the Clerk has been receiving regarding animal excrement. The Clerk drafted ordinance 259 that would allow the city to penalize a person that does not clean up after their pets that do their business on other private property and city property. Discussion held.

· L Schmidt moved, seconded by L Lindeman to approve Ordinance 259 as written. The motion passed 3-2 with R Schmidt and J Wiens opposing.
Other Business:

· L Schmidt mentioned a concern the library has about the mold they found in some books. It was suggested that they get a dehumidifier to help with the moisture in the air. It was brought up that they could try using the dehumidifier that was in the community room to see if it would run and help with the moisture.
· When BAK comes to town the council felt it would be a good idea to have a banner up welcoming the bikers to Goessel and another banner that thanks them for coming. Clerk will look up prices and get back with council at the next meeting.
· Mayor Schrag spoke to the library board about planting a try in memory of Tina Boese’s dad. Consensus to let the library board plant a tree.
· Clerk mentioned she talked to Rose Mary Saunders and the city could get a CDBG up to $400,000 to go towards the fixing of Main Street. Jennifer asked if she could go ahead and start the process on this. Consensus was to go ahead and find out what we need to do to get started on this project.
· The city has been presented with a key to the storm shelter at the Grade School so that when severe weather were to arrive the city would be able to unlock the storm shelter if necessary. 
· Adjourn at 8:02pm to Goessel Elementary to view the storm shelter. Will adjourn the meeting from the school.
