Budget hearing:

· No public comment over the 2020 budget.  Council reviewed the proposed 2020 budget.  
· B Schmidt moved, seconded by K Klassen to accept the 2020 budget as presented.  Motion carried

Call to Order:

· Mayor Schrag called the meeting to order at 6:05 p.m.
Consent Agenda:

· K Klassen moved, seconded by D Adrian to accept the minutes from the June 17th regular council meeting and the financial report. Motion carried.
Randy Frank – Hazard Mitigation Plan
· Randy discussed the purpose of the proposed resolution to adopt the local hazard mitigation plan. 
· B Schmidt moved, seconded by E Esau to adopt Resolution 19-08 as written adopting the hazard mitigation plan. Motion carried.
FE Moran Security – Dustin Holt:

· FE Moran security has put in a bid to supply/install the security system the city is looking into. He discussed the features of the system and the options we had as well as the cost of each of our options. One option would require internet wired to the park shelter house. It was questioned as to whether Moundridge Communications would be willing to run fiber to the park shelter house. No decision was made at this time and will be discussed again at the next council meeting.
Chadwick Arnold – Harvest Meadow home proposal
· Chadwick would like to build a home in the Harvest Meadow addition of town. He has requested that the home be allowed with brick wainscoting and metal siding. This will be a stick-built home and he is meeting with the builder to discuss the details of the home. Current homeowner in the new development was opposed to it for the fear of it lowering his property value. Council members argued that we want homes to be built and we should not be turning people away. Ways of making the home feel more residential versus being like a shed were discussed. Council agreed to allow him the lot with the change to his plans of horizontal instead of vertical siding.
· E Esau moved, seconded by K Klassen to approve the lot transfer to Chadwick Arnold for the purpose of building a home. Motion carried. 
Grant Resolution 19-10:

· D Adrian moved, seconded by K Klassen to adopt Resolution 19-10 accepting the letter of conditions for the Rural Development Community Facilities Grant awarded to the city. Motion carried.
Public Works:

· Flooding caused some sewer problems. Dave helped tremendously with getting these problems taken care of.
· Water leak behind Funk Electric has been repaired. 

· Ron Dirksen needs a letter to clean up his dead trees on his lot on Centennial.
Police:

· Needs ammunition purchased for training.
· Wants reimbursed for a training he paid for out of his own pocket in the amount of $95.
Park:

· Discussed the expansion of the city park to add equipment for toddlers. Discussed removing trees and planting new. Also discussed what kind of ground cover we think we should use, pea gravel or sand.
· Will look into grants and see what is available to help fund a project like this.
Other:

· Consensus to allow the clerk to run ads in the paper for part-time officer position and part-time clerk position.
Adjournment:

· D Adrian moved, seconded by K Klassen to adjourn at 8:06 p.m. Motion carried.
