Consent Agenda:

· D Snelling moved, seconded by D Adrian to accept the consent agenda with included the minutes of the February 18th regular meeting and financial report.  Motion carried.
KDHE – Drinking Water Protection Plan:

· The drinking water protection plans goal is to prevent the high expenditure of correcting a nitrate problem as well as other ground water contaminants. The council reviewed a nitrate testing results chart provided by KDHE, although our nitrates have been consistent, the plan could still benefit us. During the plan, the state will assist the city with developing the plan based on isotope tests the state will provide to find out the source of the nitrate contamination. We would need a stakeholder team from local leadership. Council was interested and felt we could benefit from the program.
Steve Meyer:

· Discussed with Steve the need for him to organize and clean up the mess he has at the station. Steve agreed that he could be doing more to make it look better and felt that by the next weekend following the council meeting he would be able to have the cardboard moved and some things picked up and organized.
Security Cameras:

· Have been looking into some options for security cameras. Ubiquity was a name that was brought up to look into. Verkada had provided some quotes for camera systems and at this time council did not want to motion to purchase them until we had seen what some other options were. Clerk and Mayor also met with Moundridge Communications to see what they could offer. At this meeting Moundridge Communications had not had a chance to get all the information together to provide to the council. Will discuss again at a later meeting.
K15 Sign:

· After reviewing many options for sign design, the council has picked a sign. They have decided that no graphics should be used to allow GOESSEL to be as big as possible. Below Goessel and to the right-hand side of the rock, the council would like to have the established date also listed. Will get some ideas on the base design and look into a few contractors to bid doing the work.
· K Klassen moved, seconded by E Esau to remove all graphics from the sign and put GOESSEL with the established date below and to the right corner. Motion carried.
Public Works:

· Discuss bids to have the inside of the water tower cleaned.
· D Snelling moved, seconded by K Klassen to accept the bid from Inland Potable for $2,950. Motion carried.
· Fixed the city sign and also some street signs have been replaced.
· Worked on a Sunday to clean streets after it had snowed. Also has replaced a few culverts.
Equipment:
· Need to replace cutting edge on the backhoe bucket and a seal on a hydraulic on the backhoe.
City Clerk:

· Requested that USDA reimburse the city for money spent on the sewer that is related to the sewer project. Chelsea Morris said this shouldn’t be a problem. The amount to be reimbursed is around $41,000 which will be returned to the city if grant money is left after the completion of the project.
