Budget hearing:

· No public comment over the 2019 budget.  Council reviewed the proposed 2019 budget.  
· D Snelling moved, seconded by K Klassen to accept the 2019 budget as presented.  Motion carried

Call to Order:

· Mayor Schrag called the meeting to order at 6:05 p.m.
Consent Agenda:

· B Schmidt moved, seconded by D Snelling to accept the minutes from the June 18th regular council meeting and the financial report. Motion carried.
Approval of Lot Sale to Tony Clark:

· B Schmidt moved, seconded by E Esau to approve the deeding of lot B18 in Harvest Meadows to Tony Clark.  Motion carried.
Brian & Polly Funk – Fence Proposal:

· Brian and Polly presented a drawing of a fence they are proposing to build in their yard. They have measured from the Northeast corner of their lot the distance the county states their property sits on and due to a tree being on their lot line are asking for a variance to build their fence slightly off their property. They presented a drawing and pictures for the council to discuss and proposed that the fence be 6’ and then an extra 1’ of lattice at the top for aesthetic purposes. 
· K Klassen moved, seconded by E Esau to approve the variance and allow Brian and Polly to build their fence as presented in the proposal. Motion carried. 
K-15 Sign

· Reviewed a few drawings that were drafted by George Lay Signs out of Wichita. Discussed having students at the high school help with the design ad building the sign. No decision was made tonight. Will discuss again at future council meetings.
Firework Show:

· Mayor Schrag discussed having a firework show at the ball diamonds on August 4th around dusk. He has notified the fire department who have approved and are willing to stand by in the case they are needed. Council has approved the event.
Sewer Rates:

· Rates for the sewer have not increased since January. In order to get the rate to where we need to be when we take out the loan for the sewer project the council has discussed incrementally raising the sewer rate. The current average is $36.95, we need to be around $46 average charge in order to make enough to pay the sewer loan payment. The consensus was to write an increase ordinance for next month raising the sewer rate minimum by $5 per month.
Public Works:

· Met with Brian Foster to discuss the updates on the project.
· Replaced a belt on the mower and hydraulic hose on the backhoe.

· Has been painting the bridges and will paint crosswalks before Threshing Days.

· Spraying for mosquitos and weeds.
Police:

· See report.
· Discussed having help for Anthony at Threshing Days. Council is willing to offer $12 per hour for someone to help with the patrol over the weekend of Threshing Days. Also discussed possibly renting a golf cart from Dan’s Cycle but no decision was made to.

· Council reviewed the ordinance to incorporate the Standard Traffic Ordinance 2018 Edition.

· E Esau moved, seconded by D Snelling to adopt Ordinance #278 Standard Traffic Ordinance Edition 2018.  Motion carried.
UPOC Ordinance #279:

· Council reviewed the ordinance to incorporate the Uniform Public Offense Code 2018 Edition.

· K Klassen moved, seconded by D Adrian to adopt Ordinance #279 Uniform Public Offense Code 2018 Edition.  Motion carried.
Other:

· In the next newsletter we need to remind of odd/even watering days due to still being on a Water Watch.
