Consent Agenda:

· L Lindeman moved seconded by D Snelling to accept the consent agenda with included the minutes of the March 20th regular meeting.  Motion Carried.
Administer Oath of Office:

· Mayor Schrag administered the Oath of Office to the new council member Ben Schmidt
Rose Mary Saunders – Ranson Financial:
· Rose Mary came to discuss our need for financing of the sewer problems we have been having. She mentioned refinancing our previous bonds and the KDHE loan to save on interest while we are at it. Once we do a bond issue we would be able to have our money within about 30 days. There has been no decision at this time to start this process, Rose Mary just wanted to give the council some information to think about while we are in the early processes of this project. She also reminded the council that on May 11th there will be another KanCap course for council members in Kechi. 
Claude Fry – 3 Dog Request:
· Claude came to ask the council for reconsideration on letting him keep 3 dogs at his residence. Discussion was held.
· K Klassen motioned to allow Claude to keep the 3 dogs. Motion died due to lack of second. 
Goessel Public Library Board:

· K Klassen moved seconded by D Snelling to appoint Gus Rizzuto to the Goessel Public Library Board. Motion carried.
Public Works:

· Fixed a water leak at the park.
· Has been cleaning some ditches and plans on putting in new culverts in a few areas.
· Borrowed a pump and tractor from Moundridge to help level out the lagoon ponds. There was a line plugged between cells 2 & 3 which caused the ponds to fill up over where they were supposed to be. 
· Mayer Specialty has been out televising some extra sewer lines to try and find out problem areas. 
· Found a manhole that had ground water seeping in. Mayer gave a bid of $5,000 to fix it.
· D Snelling moved seconded by L Lindeman to allow Mayer Specialty to fix the manhole for no more than $5,000. Motion carried
· Has been putting down washed rock on the streets. Lindeman commented that he liked it and so do others. We will keep putting rock down as the budget allows.
· Lift station called around 9 pm. Had to call Mayer Specialty out to fix a clog in the line where they had stopped cleaning earlier that day.
Park/Recycling:

· Lindeman commented that there is part-time help available to help with mowing if needed this summer.
Wastewater:

· Discussed not having a backup pump at the lift station on hand. There is worry that if we were to burn one up and not have a replacement that we would have issues flooding people’s homes.  We discussed the need for one pump to be counter clockwise and the other to be clockwise. We need to order a spare pump and an extra impeller and have on hand in the event one of the current pumps would go down. 
· K Klassen moved seconded by L Lindeman to purchase the motor and parts as quoted as well as 2 impellers spending up to $10,000. Motion carried
· Discussed a quote from Mayer to televise and clean all sewer lines in town that were not cleaned already this year. This will help us find where some of our I&I is coming into the system. 
· K Klassen moved seconded by D Snelling to have Mayer Specialty clean and televise the rest of the sewer system for the quoted amount of $28,601.70. Motion carried.
Other Business:
· Briefly discussed the noon whistle. We will have Funk Electric take a look and possibly hook a new wire to the siren to see if that is what is the problem. Look at prices to replace the noon whistle.
· L Lindeman moved seconded by K Klassen to go into executive session for 15 minutes with Jennifer and Wilma present. Motion carried. 
· Returned to normal session at 9:15.

· L Lindeman moved seconded by D Adrian to give Zach Hudlin a raise to $12.00 per hour. Motion carried.
· K Klassen moved seconded by L Lindeman to give Cindy Gaddis a raise to $12.00 per hour. Motion carried.
