Call to Order:

· Mayor Schrag called the meeting to order at 6:39 p.m.
Condemnation Hearing:

· Richard Friesen, owner of the property located at 103 S. Buller, discussed his reasons for not having been able to make the repairs on the property and that he knows that it needs work. He does not currently live in the home but he says he will do the best he can as soon as he can. He explained that he is waiting on a check and once he receives it he plans to pay the property off and sell it or he will have it torn down. In the meantime he requests 30 days to get it cleaned up and make it more presentable for the community. 
· The council and mayor explained some of the concerns they had with the property, including the concern about rodents and skunks and how run down the property looks. Richard agreed and asked suggestions on who to call for certain projects he would like to complete on the property.

· Council agreed to give him 30 days to clean up the property.

Call to Order:

· Mayor Schrag called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
Consent Agenda:

· L Lindeman moved, seconded by L Schmidt to accept the minutes from the April 20th regular council meeting. Motion carried.
Stuart Porter, Schwab Eaton:

· Stuart came to discuss our Main Street Repaving project. He said that as he came into town he drove up and down Main Street a few times and took notes of what he saw. In his opinion he thinks it will be hard to convince the grant people that our Main Street needs replacement. He does not know how well the project will rate. He estimated that the project would cost between $100,000-$180,000 to mill down some of the top and do a 2 inch overlay. CDBG pays ½ of the project if we get approved. He mentioned that if the city still wants to go for the project he believes that we could use the flood issues as our ammunition to try and get funding. In order to get CDBG funding it is required that you have an engineer on the project to fill out all the necessary information. It was brought up that the county chip sealed our Main Street for us last time and that we should check with them to see if they would be willing to help fix Main Street ourselves. Karen will do some checking.
Chad Lindeman Restroom/Concession Bldg & Maintenance Agreements:

· The problem with the hot water heater was discussed that it would be between $2,200-$2,500 to fix this problem if the floor is routed correctly. No action was taken at this time to fix the hot water heater.
· Chad Lindeman and the council reviewed the current agreements on the maintenance of both the ball fields and the concession stand. L Lindeman made the comment that all but one of the responsibilities of the rec. commission were stated as they were responsible only the months of May-July. The current agreement says the rec. commission was to pay the electric bill all year. Council agreed to amend the agreement to read the following:
“GRC will be responsible for the electric bill and the water bill during the months of May-July.”

· L Lindeman moved, seconded by L Schmidt to amend the agreement as stated above. Motion carried.
· Council reviewed the Maintenance agreement regarding the land the ball diamonds occupy. Council agreed to change the cities duties to state that the city is responsible for mowing the areas to the east and west of the ball diamonds.
· L Schmidt moved, seconded by J Boese to accept both agreements as amended. Motion carried.
Ordinance 260:

· Luanne Soukup & Sue Wadkins presented a written letter and a petition from people in town that are against having chickens. They questioned the enforcement of the ordinance and the potential nuisance they can be. If not taken care of properly they will stink and they scare away local birds.
· Clerk presented a potential ordinance to allow chickens in town. Discussion was held.

· J Boese moved, seconded by L Lindeman to oppose ordinance 260. Motion carried.
· Current chicken owners in town need to receive a courtesy letter giving them 10 days to get rid of the chickens. As per the attorney they do not need to be sent certified.
Ordinance 261:
· The clerk presented a special event ordinance that would allow the sale of beer during special events if a permit is purchased in advance of the event and approved by the council. Councilor Boese felt that the current fee the ordinance proposes was too high. He stated that if someone truly wanted to make money selling beer they would have to sell lots of beer and that is not the goal of the ordinance, and we don’t want that kind of image in the city. Councilor Lindeman stated that he talked to several people and his problem was if we lower the fee there will be more people that want to do this and the intention of the ordinance is not to have beer sales all the time. L Schmidt agreed and stated that he has also talked to people and most are against it as well. Joe mentioned that the ordinance should state that the police should be allowed to enter a premise to make sure all rules are being followed. 

· L Lindeman moved, seconded by L Schmidt to oppose ordinance 261. Motion carried with Snelling and Boese opposed. 
Appointments:

· D Snelling moved, seconded by L Lindeman to appoint Jennifer Whitehead as City/Court Clerk. Motion carried.
· D Snelling moved, seconded by L Lindeman to appoint Greg Nickel as Municipal Judge. Motion carried.
· L Lindeman moved, seconded by D Snelling to appoint Marilyn Wilder of Adrian & Pankratz as City Attorney.  Motion carried.
· D Snelling moved, seconded by L Schmidt to appoint Donna Cook as City Treasurer.  Motion carried.
· L Schmidt moved, seconded by L Lindeman to appoint Susie Shipp to the library board. Motion carried.

Official Banking Depository:
· L Lindeman moved, seconded by L Schmidt to designate The Citizens State Bank as the official depository for the City of Goessel.  Motion carried.
Official Newspaper:

· L Lindeman moved, seconded by L Schmidt to designate The Hillsboro Star Journal as the official newspaper for the City of Goessel.  Motion carried.
Public Works:

· Carpet in the community room is a tripping hazard due to the edges that are coming up. Karen contacted Supreme Floor of Hillsboro and asked for a price to fix the carpet. To pull up and relay the current carpet it will cost $1,495.
· L Schmidt moved, seconded by L Lindeman for Supreme Floor to come fix the carpet for the $1,495. Motion carried.
· Culvert ordered for Buller Street.
· The high school had a plugged culvert so they put in a concrete dip to replace it.
· Bridges and swing set by city building have been painted.
· The noon siren and siren at the trailer park are not working. Karen asked if they council would like to pay to fix them or if they would rather have them removed. Discussion held.
· D Snelling moved, seconded by L Schmidt to remove both of the sirens. Motion carried with Boese opposing.
· Karen has talked with the county about North State Street. The county told her that we are at the bottom of their list in getting the culvert replaced that they said they would.
· Need a new culvert at State and Commercial Street.
Police:

· Reported the hours they have worked for the month.
· Gave 2 warning, and are working on code violations.
· Wilma requested the officers we are having come help for BAK receive $15 an hour instead of the original $12 per hour previously motioned. Consensus was to keep it at the current $12.00.
Park:

· Soffit at the shelter house fixed.
Clerk:
· Window in library has a hole in it. It could possibly be from a mower. House of Glass quoted $387.27 to fix it.
· J Boese moved, seconded by L Lindeman to have House of Glass repair the window. Motion carried with R Schmidt abstaining.
Other Business:

· R Schmidt moved, seconded by L Lindeman to go into executive session for 10 minutes to discuss personnel issues. Motion carried.
· Return to normal session at 9:28.
