Called to order at 6:58 pm
Consent Agenda:

· R Schmidt moved, seconded by L Lindeman to accept the consent agenda which included the minutes of the November 21st  regular meeting, December 1st special meeting, and the monthly financial statements. Motion carried.
BG Consultants – Jesse Sullivan:

· Jesse has been working on the engineering report on the water system and has worked up some numbers on replacing water lines and upgrading others to 6 inch lines. The numbers he has worked up are estimates only and do not reflect what our actual project costs will be. Instead the numbers are supposed to help us decide how big of a project we want to undertake. The scope of the project is something that we need to think about before the next council meeting in January. More discussion was held. Jesse will return in January to get an update on the scope of the project so that we can get estimates to the state if we intend on seeking CDBG funding. No decisions were made at this time.
Public Works:

· Duane helped Karen fix the back door of the shop.
· Water wells called Karen on Sunday. Karen had Cindy go check them to see what the issue was. It was concluded that the water tower was overfull and this cause the system to alert Karen. Nothing further needed done at that time.
· Put salt down.
· Has been working on located almost every day this month.
· Replaced and hour meter at the lift station.
Clerk:

· Reported that no building permits had been submitted.
· Dale Alderfer is interested in taking over Richard Friesen’s house. He is willing to tear it down on his own expense in exchange for the plot of land.
· Gave a water well update for the ball diamond well. At this point the right has not been granted. The KDOA Division of Water Resources needs us to run a publication in the paper for 3 consecutive weeks to allow time for protest. They also need a listing of all private and public wells within ½ mile from the proposed well at the ball diamonds. Lastly, we need to check if there is a water level measurement tube.
Ordinance 272 – Management of Public Right of Way:
· Discussed the draft of the proposed ordinance. It is not yet complete so no decision has been made. It was basically given to show the council what the attorney suggests we pass as far as right of ways are concerned. Tabled until January.
Executive session:

· L Lindeman moved, seconded by D Adrian to go into executive session until 8:35 pm to discuss employee evaluations with only council and mayor present. Motion carried.
· Returned to normal session at 8:35 pm.
· L Lindeman moved, seconded by D Adrian to give Jennifer a $1 per hour raise (up to $16.45), Karen a $1 per hour raise (up to $17.57), and to give Wilma a $.45 per hour raise (up to $15.39). Motion carried.
· As per the wage plan from last year the council by consensus decided to give full time employees a $250 Visa gift card and part time employees a $50 Visa gift card as a Christmas bonus.
Other Business:

· The Christmas lights are in sad shape. They need to be updated with brighter lights. Larry suggests we go with a red for the star instead of the blue. It was suggested to do some research online to figure out what are option were for lights. This would give Karen a winter project to work on before next Christmas.
