Consent Agenda:

· B Schmidt moved, seconded by D Snelling to accept the consent agenda which included the minutes of the October 21st regular meeting as revised and financial report. Motion carried.
Mark & Joanna Talbert:

· Discussed their frustration with the ingress/egress of a “roadway” that is being blocked. Anthony asked about a possible ordinance for parking in an easement. In a previous conversation about this issue, City Attorney Josh Boehm suggests that since it is private property that the city not take any action and let the two homeowners work out their problem.  Will continue to look into this problem and see if we can reach a resolution. Mark also expressed the need for his neighbors’ junk to be cleaned up that is piled behind his fence. 
Project Update – Rose Mary Saunders:

· Council was presented with a change order request #1 that would add HUD form 4010 to the project contract as required by CDBG.
· B Schmidt moved, seconded by K Klassen to accept change order #1. Motion carried.
· Payment approval request for the month was also presented to council for consideration. It includes an invoice from K.C. Construction in the amount of $229,612.63, BG Consultants invoice for $13,836,27, and Ranson Financial invoice for $2,500. CDBG drawdown request for $52,500 has been initiated and the rest to be paid from USDA local funds will pay the remainder. Require a motion to allow the mayor and clerk sign the request for payment.
· K Klassen moved, seconded by D Snelling to approve the payment request and allow the mayor and clerk to sign the necessary documents. Motion carried. 
Dustin Holt – FE Moran Security:
· Went back over the previous quotes Dustin had submitted to the council for the security camera system.  Council discussed the options and asked questions.
· K Klassen moved, seconded by D Adrian to go with the lease option with maintenance plan at a cost of $155 per month. Motion carried.
Public Works:

· Tornado siren is not working right now. Having Funk take a look at it to see if they can figure out what is wrong.
· Repair points on the sewer project are finished. 2 manholes need done then they can start the relining.

· Replaced a couple of carpet squares in the community room.

Clerk:

· Looked into grant information for the park. Waiting on a few books to come to allow the council an opportunity to look through and get an idea of what equipment they would like.
