Minutes of the Goessel City Council Meeting

Called to order at 7:00 pm

Consent Agenda:

· L Lindeman moved, seconded by D Snelling to accept the consent agenda with included the minutes of the February 16th regular meeting.  Motion Carried.
Codification; Citycode Financial:
· Discussion was held about the proposed agreement with Citycode Financial to codify the city ordinances and have the code available online 24/7. The attorney stated that most cities are doing something like this already. It was discussed about doing this ourselves and the attorney said it is possible but it would take a long time. The original fee for the codification services is $3,250 and then annually it would cost $750. 
· D Adrian moved, seconded by L Lindeman to accept the codification agreement as presented. Motion carried with Jeff Boese opposed.
Rise Broadband:

· R Schmidt moved, seconded by L Lindeman to go into executive session for 15 minutes with the attorney and city clerk present to discuss the proposed Rise Broadband contract. 
· Returned to open session at 8:00 p.m.
· No motion made to further pursue Rise Broadband.
Harvest Meadows:

· Council discussed the Harvest Meadows addition of town and what steps we need to take next. The mayor would like to see the family currently living in the addition involved in the writing of the covenants for the property. The previous covenants thought to be on the property were never filed with the county register so they were never active. The mayor and council can put together a set of proposed covenants and have the attorney check them and clean them up. We also discussed the possibility of giving the lots away as long as special assessments on the lots are paid. No decision was made at this time.
Lagoon Desludging.

· Discussion was held on the project and the option was given to go ahead and have the ponds cleaned. KRWA recommended at this time to wait to do the project because they did not feel like desludging was going to fix our compliance issue. No decision was made.
Mosquito Fogger:

· Duane has called around to find some information on the conversion of the current mosquito fogger from PTO driven to a motor. Duane believes the fogger can be converted for less than $2,500. This might be the best option because the fogger has a quality pump already on it.
· D Snelling moved, seconded by L Lindeman to spend no more than $3,000 to buy the motor and accessory parts for Duane Adrian to rebuild the mosquito fogger. Motion carried with Duane Adrian sustaining.

Library Board Appointments:

· L Lindeman moved, seconded by D Adrian to appoint Joan Nikkel and Jennifer Duran to the library board effective April 1st, 2016. Motion carried.
Public Works:

· The F-250 truck has been fixed by Inman Diesel Specialists.
· Reported that she went to pick up a loose dog and was bit by the dog. The dog was taken to Hillsboro Veterinary Clinic where it is being quarantined for 10 days.
· Graded the street after we had some rain. Lindeman commented that North State Street looked better.
· Discussed the agreement with Mayer Specialties to come out again this year and do some more manhole rehabilitation.
· L Lindeman moved, seconded by D Snelling to accept the agreement with Mayer Specialties to continue to do manhole rehabilitation again this year. Motion carried.
Police:
· Had 2 contacts this month. 
· Tim reported that he will start working on junk vehicle violations soon. He said follow through is important so he will make sure this gets done.
Equipment:

· Lindeman discussed the arm mower that the city has that is currently not being used. He said he has asked around and found that a John Deere 4020 would be a good tractor for that arm mower. He suggested that we could possibly trade our tractor for another. No decision was made.
Park/Recycling:
· The park has been opened and the water has been turned on. Lindeman is going to start putting in hours for cleaning now that it is open.
· Lindeman also asked about emergency situations and who we would rely on in the even that there was an active shooter that would come to a council meeting. He wondered who would take over the city in this type of event. Discussion held.
Water/Burn Site:

· Dean said that he has been checking the burn site and he said he has only found one box this month and that other days it has looked good out there.
City Clerk:

· Received a call from the insurance company that we are currently not utilizing all the available benefits they offer. Clerk presented quotes for life insurance.
· D Snelling moved, seconded by J Boese to provide $30,000 of life insurance coverage to the full time employees. Motion carried with Rollin opposed.
· Jeff said that it might be beneficial to get together information on short-term disability to offer the employees. He said the city may not cover the whole expense for that but could pay a portion and have a payroll deduction if the employees choose to want this coverage.
Other Business:

· On Tornado awareness day the siren did not go off. The noon whistle has been broke and Karen was having the Ranger pickup fixed so she was not able to set off the other siren. The school has contacted the clerk and they will try and set up another time to do the tornado drill since the students were out at this time for spring break.
· Lindeman has talked to the county about city limit signs on each end on State Street. He said that if the city orders them the county will put them up. Clerk will order them and let him know when they come in.
· Jeff asked about the current court costs and why they were so much. Currently they are $65 and the clerk explained to him where they go once received. He just wanted clarification on this subject.
· Council also discussed the need for a crosswalk in front of the Goessel Station. Lots of children cross there and if we could put up signs and paint a crosswalk this would help the children cross more safely.

· J Boese moved, seconded by L Lindeman to adjourn at 9:20 p.m. Motion carried.
