Consent Agenda:

· D Snelling moved, seconded by K Klassen to accept the consent agenda which included the minutes of the Jan. 14th regular meeting and financial report.  Motion carried.
Bid Award, BG Consultants:
· The city held a bid letting on February 5th at 2:30 p.m. and five bids were turned in and opened. A bid tabulation was prepared by Brian Foster of BG Consultants and presented to the council for their review. K.C. Construction out of Basehor, KS was the low bidder for the project. Brian has been in contact with them and they plan on starting work for the project in June and are hopeful to be done by fall or at least by the end of the year. Brian has worked with them on other projects in the past and has no concerns with the company and suggested the council motion to award them the project and motion to authorize the mayor and city attorney to process all contract documents.
· K Klassen moved, seconded by D Adrian to award K.C. Construction, Inc. the project base bid and alternates 1,2, & 3 in the amount of $1,785,552.03 contingent on USDA and CDBG concurrence. Motion carried.
· D Adrian moved, seconded by E Esau to authorize the mayor and city attorney to process all contract documents and proceed with construction. Motion carried.
K15 Sign:

· Reviewed a few proposed designs for the city sign. The council selected the picture of the shape/color they agreed upon and asked to see it with stalks of wheat next to Goessel.
· D Snelling moved, seconded by D Adrian to move forward with the rock selected after a proof with wheat on it is reviewed and by email consensus approved by the council. Motion carried.
Police:
· See report.
· Discussed purchasing a rifle for the police department. Anthony has a personal one that he would be willing to sell to the city for use by the police department. He has purchased this rifle for $650 and has asked this amount be reimbursed to him and he will turn over ownership of the rifle to the city. 
· Anthony has also asked for the council to hire another part-time officer. He states that it is not necessarily for traffic but someone who has experience working burglary and drug cases. Will do a pay comparison to decide what to offer a part-time police officer. 
· K Klassen moved, seconded by D Adrian for the city council to recess into executive session for the purpose of discussing matters related to security measures that if discussed in an open meeting would jeopardize such security measures pursuant to K.S.A. 75-4319(b)(12), and to include Anthony Voth. The open meeting will resume in the council chamber at 7:10 p.m. Motion carried.
· Return to normal session at 7:10 p.m.
· K Klassen moved, seconded by E Esau to reimburse Anthony $650 for the purchase of the rifle. Motion carried.
· Briefly discussed the installation of cameras around the city. Will gather more information and discuss at a later date.
City Clerk:

· Attended the floodplain mapping meeting on January 15th. The decision for FEMA and the KDOA is to do a detailed study of the city for updated floodplain maps.
Resolution 19-07 GAAP Waiver:
· Reviewed the General Accepted Accounting Practices (GAAP) Waiver Resolution.  The resolution shall cause the City’s financial statements and financial reports to be prepared on the basis of cash receipts and disbursements as adjusted to show compliance with the cash basis and budget laws of this state.
· K Klassen moved, seconded by D Snelling to approve Resolution #19-07 waiving the GAAP requirement. Motion carried
Other Business:

· Dave and Ben would like to attend the golf tournament at the KRWA Conference, Dave would also like to attend the meet and greet on Tuesday evening. The fee for the golf tournament is $75 and the fee for the meet and greet is $15. Dave requested that the city pay these fees and allow him and Ben to attend the conference. No motion was made.
