Consent Agenda:

· L Schmidt moved seconded by R Schmidt to accept the consent agenda with included the minutes of the Dec. 15th regular meeting.  Motion Carried.
Donna Duerksen:
· Donna spoke to the council about rethinking the paving of North State Street. She suggested instead to consider another street such as Poplar, the Frontage Road by Citizen’s State Bank, or Centennial, all of which she believes are areas of high traffic. She would like to see a project like this benefit more of the community than just a few people, some of which are not residents of the city and do not pay taxes to the city. She stated that she felt more people would see these roads that she suggested and give a better impression that we are bettering the city and growing for those who come to visit. The mayor explained that State Street would be a test to see how well the street would hold up before we explore the option of more paving on other streets. She thanked the council for taking a minute to listen to what she had to say.
Public Works:

· Had the grader worked on by LDI because of a leak that caused gas to get in the oil.
· The heater in the shop was replaced.
· Karen asked if council was interested in having the water tower repaired as suggested when the water tower was cleaned. Consensus to wait until we have it cleaned next time.
· Karen showed the council that at the fire banquet the City of Goessel was given a plaque as a thank you for supporting the fire station.
· To prevent meters from freezing she went around and checked to make sure the meters are well insulated.
· Discussion was held about Karen taking 2-3 inches off of North State Street and laying down asphalt millings really thick to simulate a paved road.
Police:
